IUCN Netherlands Committee is a platform of Dutch-based members of the World Conservation Union, whose headquarters are based in Gland, Switzerland. It’s own activities include a small grants programme, policy advise on North-South topics such as biofuels, biodiversity policy, soy expansion, combating deforestation, and leadership for nature conservatin the private sector.  IUCN-NL hosts the Dutch NGO Platform on Biofuels, in which relevant practical knowledge for Dutch and EU policy advocacy is exchanged.  IUCN NL is directly involved in EU standard setting on biofuels and through its head offices also linked to the Round Table for Sustainable Biofuels. In addition, IUCN NL hosts the bi-monthly multi-stakeholder meetings ‘Werkgroep Den Haag, chaired by SER President Rinnooy Kan.
Both Ends and IUCN-NL  together implement a project, (financed by “VROM”) to chart the macro effects of biofuel expansion in Indonesia and  Brazil. 

NatureandPoverty.net is the knowledge exchange and learning programme of IUCN-NL with its Dutch-based IUCN members and befriended organizations, among which HIVOS, Both ENDS, Stichting Natuur en Milieu, WNF, Wetlands International, SNV and Friends of the Earth Netherlands. Biofuels are a priority theme for the programme. NatureandPoverty.net has recently set up a basic (wiki) database "Biofuels Info Service". It is meant for civil society actors, NGOs and academicians in potential producer countries and the Netherlands.  Its main focus is exchange of information on impacts of biofuels (social and ecological), the progress –and limitations- in standard setting, and information exchange on policy advocacy.
